Supplementary Activity
Make simple musical instruments children can play: paper tubes for horns, pie pans for cymbals, wooden 
spoons for rhythm sticks, yogurt containers filled with rice for shakers and empty coffee cans for drums.  
Then shake and beat to the rhythm—make up your own marching band!
