Supplementary Activity
Cut a small, a medium sized and a large circle out of heavy, white paper.  Draw a snowpal face on the 
front of the small circle.  Attach pieces of magnetic strip to the backs of the circles.  Randomly place the 
circles on a magnetic surface, such as a non-aluminum baking sheet.  Let your child arrange the circles in a 
snowpal shape.

Supplementary Activity
